The war between Austria and Serbia might have
been another “summer wae,” like moet Euzopoan
ware of the previous century. However, the carefully
planned alliances soon drew the great powers into
the canflict

Russia and France Support Serbia Alter
receiving Austria’s ulimatum, Serbia turned to
itz ally, Russia. From St Petersburg, Nicholas II
telegraphed William [I. The tsar asked the kaiser
to urge Austria to goften itz demande. When this
plea failad, Ruesia bagan to mobilize, or prepars
ite military forces for war. On August 1, Germany
responded by declaring war on Ruesia

Ruezia, in turn, appealed to its ally France. In Parie
naticnalists saw a chance to avenge France's defoat
in the Franco-Prussian War. Though French leades
had some doubts, they gave Russia the same kind of
backing Germany offered to Austria. When Germany
demanded that France keep out of the conflict, France
refused. Germany then declared war on France

Germany Marches Through Belgium By aarly
Auguet, the battle lines were hardening. ltaly and
Britain still remained uncommitted. ltaly choee
to stay neutral for the time being. Neutrality iz a
policy of supporting neither gide in a war. Britain had
o decide quickly whether or not to support its ally
France. Then, Germany’s war pians suddenly made
the decigion for Britain

Oarmany’s worst. fear was a war on two fronts, with
France attacking from the west and Ruesia from the
east Yoars earlier, General Alired Schiieffon (SSILER
fun) had developed a strategy to avoid a two-front war
Schiiefien reasoned that Russin's lumbering military
would be slow to mobilize. Under the Schiiefion Plan
Gormany firet had to defoat France quickly. Then it
would concentrate its forcos against Russia

To ensure a swift victory in the west, the
Schiiaffen Plan required German armies to march
through neutral Belgium and then swing south
behind French linee. The goal was to encircle and
cuzh France’s army. The Germane embarked on the
plan by invading Belgium on August 3

However, Cermany had signed a treaty with
Britain and France guaranteeing Belgian neutmality
Cutraged by the invagion of Belgium, Britain
declared war on Germany on August 4

Once the machinery of war wae set in motion, it
seemed impossible to stop. Military leaders insisted
that they must mobilize their forces immediately
to accomplish their military goals. Theee military

Once the machinery of war was get in motion with
the Auetrian ultimatumn and mobilization of troope,
political laaders could no longer save the peace.
Although government leaders made the decigions,
most poopie on both sides were committed to military
action. Young men rushed to enlist, cheered on by
women and their elders. Now that war had come at
laz, it seomed an exciting adventure.

European Powers Form Alliances

The great powers joined together to try to keep peace. These agreements, or
alliances, were also known as ententes. There were several alliances. The Triple Alliance
included Germany, Austria-Hungary and Italy. Russia, France, and Britain formed the
Triple Entente. When the war started, Germany and Austria would fight together as
the Central Powers. Russia, France, and Britain would fight together as the Allies.

Mot everyone was so hopeful. “I shall not live to see the Great War,” warned German
Chancellor Otto von Bismarck, “but you will see it, and it will start in the east.” It was
Bismarck's prediction, rather than Passy’s, that came true.
